INFORMATION FOR FOOTBALL SUPPORTERS TRAVELLING TO THE

SERBIA & MONTENEGRO - WALES MATCH ON 20 AUGUST 2003

British passport holders no longer need visas for Serbia & Montenegro.

Hints and Tips

· You must carry your passport at all times but please make a photocopy and keep it separately in the hotel (in case of loss or theft - it speeds up a replacement).  If your passport is lost/stolen you should obtain a police report from the Foreigners Police Department, Slobodana Penezica Street No 35, Belgrade and contact the Embassy immediately. 
· You must take out adequate travel insurance as form E111 is not valid in Serbia &
Montenegro.  Double check with your insurance company that Serbia is included as some companies charge an extra premium in light of recent history.
· You must register your arrival with the authorities within 24 hours of arrival in Serbia & Montenegro.  If you stay in a hotel they will do it for you; if you stay with friends then they are responsible for your registration.
· The Dinar is the normal currency for everyday transactions.  You should only change money through banks or official exchange offices.  The exchange rate is approximately 94 Dinars = £1.
· Bring sufficient cash for your needs.  Credit cards are not generally accepted.
· The availability of ATM which accept UK cards is increasing  There are a few cash exchange machines in Belgrade which accept GBP, US$ and EURO and give Dinars back (one is available at Belgrade Airport).
· JAT (Yugoslav Airlines) buses depart from Belgrade Airport, outside the arrivals area, after the landing of each plane on domestic and international lines and tickets cost 140 Dinars each.  The last stop is at the Slavija Hotel in the city centre.  The cost of a taxi to the city centre is approx. 1200 Dinars.
· The official language is Serbian although English is widely understood, especially by younger people.
The British Embassy is near the main railway station in the centre of Belgrade (Resavska street no. 46).  The working hours are from 08:00 to 16:30, Fridays till 13:00.

There is always a gate guard on duty (24hrs) who will have information on Embassy duty officers, lists of doctors and lawyers. The Embassy is within walking distance of most hotels in town except the Hyatt and Intercontinental.

In an emergency the Embassy gate guard can be contacted on telephone number +381 11 306 1050 and the duty officer on mobile phones, numbers: +381 63 336 869 and +381 63 380 449.

Belgrade city information on accommodation (hotels and prices), city transport (taxis and fares), restaurants, etc. can be found on the Belgrade website: www.beograd.co.yu. in English. Maps of Belgrade can be bought at the airport or in the city kiosks for approx.

(Crvena Zvezda) Red Star football stadium is located south-west of the city. Standard rules apply to the stadium (no metal objects, no canned drinks, etc.). The easiest way to get to the stadium from a hotel is by taxi (which are cheap and plentiful). Also number 42 bus from the city centre (Slavija circle) goes to the stadium and tickets, available on the bus, cost 20 Dinars.
